Numbers tend to simplify the lives they represent.

Each number listed here represents a person (dayglgter, cousin, friend) who
was pregnant and unprepared for that new life.

In the first 11 months of 2011, AWPC served 149 worand 14 men. We saw 81
women for pregnancy tests and provided life-affirgnoptions and information
regarding fetal development, while advocated fergheborn child. During 572
appointments, 1,330 “lessons” in parenting, natnitisafety, etc. were provided.
349 times our boutique provided needed baby itemedr “Earn While You
Learn” clients. And at least twice per month wereviled needed professional
referrals. Approximately 30 parents received enmergeassistance in the form of
diapers, formula, clothing, bedding - often foradb born unexpectedly early -
with scarce resources for a preemie.

Every day our phones are answered, questions dresaed, knowledge is given.
Because of the prolife community ENGAGED in LIFEe are here to serve. Our
Faith and our future requires our best.

The prolife message is one of hope, compassiompeodsion. It not only stands
opposed to the horror of dismantlement within tleenlv; it respectfully asks for
better solutions for women and those who love her.

Our Christmas Letter is a letter written in July 2011 to thank a 14 year olgtudent
who attended the Abstinence Program AWPC presentedt Our Lady of Mercy High
School in March. Kelsie signed up to volunteer wit us following Pam Stenzel’s
presentation — and took a sample baby bottle to peent to her pastor for a Baby
Bottle Drive. Baby bottles were distributed to her30 classmates at Sunday School,
and returned in July with gifts totaling $987.33!

Last July, with Kelsie’s urging, her parents wrotea check for what would-have-been
Christmas gifts. The check came quietly in one ohe baby bottles...

Dear Kelsie,

The gift of Eternal Life came down from heaven in the form of an infant. When we consider that God sent Redemption for all of
humanity through an zygote — implanted in the womb of an UNWED woman — a crime for which she could have been put to
death — we begin to comprehend the value of human life, from the perspective of God — the Author of Life!
